POTENTIAL STORY ANGLES
FOR MOVEMENT PLUS

1. Reporter and photographer spend time with a class and observe children going through their movements. Talk with teacher about changes he/she has observed in students since implementation of Movement Plus, and talk with children about whether they feel better, if the movements are “fun” or “work” and speak with kids’ parents about changes observed at home.
2. Movement Plus is one tactic to help combat childhood obesity. Perhaps it could be combined with other methods to show what is being done to prevent this generation from experiencing shorter lifespan than their parents.
3. Local Angle: Virginia Beach schools have initiated an online PE class for high school students.  What type of impact will the cutting edge movement therapy have on public school education – especially with Dr. Merrill’s new critical learning philosophy?

4. An environmental educational bill was re-introduced in the Senate and House today (July 21, 2009) “No Child Left Inside” authorizing $500 million over the next 5 years for states to offer higher-quality environmental education and to support outdoor learning activities.  Similar bills died a silent death during the Bush Administration.   Spotlight on what types of projects our teachers and administrators would consider for this type of federal program/grant.
